Darel, 

Great looking reproductions! Do you still sell them or are those your “keepers” from your hard work in the past? 

The tag on e-bay as well as Mike’s 1915 tag shown below both appear to be the same style that you reproduced. While the writing is not totally clear in the pictures on e-bay and the one I posted below, you can see some details. Note that the spacing on the right hand side of the tag for the Nov 12, 1912 date is right justified and ends against the right hand margine. As opposed to the other tag, which you did not duplicate, where the same date is not touching the right hand margin. 

Mike’s tag has a crease on the left hand corner which we believe was from its original mounting on the dash which placed that corner behind the metal of the touring dashe. His ID plate is currently mounted on the incorrect, engine side of the dash, but the person who replaced the firewall had the good sense to save the original tag, and that is great. And the ID Plate would have originally been mounted with pins rather than screws. 

I wonder if some of the variation in dash ID Patent Plates may have resulted from different suppliers as well as possible changes requested by Ford over time? Many of the items that Ford purchased came from more than one supplier and often had slight variations. I.e. their were six or so Model T roadster and touring body makers for 1915. The 1915 open car bodies all interchanged on the chassis, but the body panels and wood skeleton frame did not necessarily interchange between the different body makers without making some fitting changes. 

Does anyone else have some photos of the 1914 – 16 or so Patent Plates that show any additional styles of Patent Plates? 
Again, Darel, thank you for sharing the excellent photos and research.

The top photo is yet another variation of the patent plate. It looks identical to Darel's first posting, the bottom tag, but when you get past the "SPECIAL NOTICE" Darel's tag is right justified and your tag is a ragged right margin.
